PRIME CATTLE REGULATIONS

REGULATIONS

1. Entry via online form above or by contacting Chief Steward, online nominations preferred.

2. All Prime Cattle Exhibitors MUST complete and submit an Alpha Show Waiver Form either online with entry or
paper based on arrival to cattle yards.

3. Invoices for entry fees will be emailed to exhibitors after delivery of cattle to the Show. Stand in cattle will incur a
$15 per head fee at mouthing in addition to the fees below.

4. Non-competitive exhibits are not allowed.

5. Stud cattle and wild cattle are not eligible to compete.

6. Exhibits can not be entered for or compete in two or more classes.

7. The lodgment of a completed entry form will be taken as a guarantee that the animals specified therein are free
from all disease as far as is known by the owner. In the case of an infectious disease being spread through or by an
exhibit, the exhibitor shall be held responsible.

8. The Alpha Show Society will not be responsible for any accident that may be caused through or by an exhibitor,
and it shall be a condition of entry that each exhibitor shall hold Alpha Show Society harmless and indemnified
against any legal proceedings arising from any such accident.

9. Alpha Show Society will not, under any circumstances, hold itself liable for any accident on the grounds, sale
yards or premises.

10. All care will be taken with the exhibits, but neither the Alpha Show Society nor its appointed Stewards will accept
any responsibility for loss or injury to exhibits while at the show or in transit to and from the Saleyards.

1. The Alpha Show Society reserves the right to transfer entries to the correct class, where wrongly entered or to
more suitable classes.

12. All entries are received subject to the right of the Stewards to reject any cattle, not up to show standard & if
required to arrange for removal from grounds before judging commences.

13. Protests must be lodged in writing to the Secretary within one (1) hour after the awarding dispute has been
made. A protest fee of $50.00 is required and will be retained by the Society, if in the opinion of the Chief Steward
and Judge acting together, the protest is frivolous.

CONDITIONS

14. Exhibits must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor for at least 3 mths prior to the Show.

15. All cattle must be dehorned or the horn must not be longer than it is wide.

16. All HGP treated cattle must have a triangular ear mark.

17. All cattle must have a NLIS identification tag, secured to the ear.

18. Pasture fed/crop fed cattle can only be exhibited in specific classes unless stated otherwise.

19. Cattle not intended to be sold must be clearly MARKED on the Entry Form as NOT FOR SALE. These animails to be
identified to the Stewards at the mouthing and branded with a R.

ARRIVAL

20. Exhibitors are requested that cattle are penned on the grounds by 4pm on Monday of the Show. Exhibitors are
responsible for the penning of cattle on arrival at the grounds.

21. All cattle will be mouthed, ear tagged (if necessary) and if not for sale by the Official Mouther’s prior to the
closing date. Ear tags depicting the number of incisor teeth erupted will be affixed to the upper side of the left ear.
The colours of the tag are displayed in the table above.

22. A Supreme Champion Male & Female exhibit will be selected from ALL class exhibits.

23. Points for Aggregate trophies are calculated as follows:

w 9 points - Supreme Champion; w 7 points — Champion; w 5 points - Reserve Champion;

w 3 points - First; w 2 points — Second; w 1 point - Third

24. In the event of a tie for any place, the points awarded for the place and the next lower place shall be equally
divided. The Judge may at their discretion, refuse to award a prize where an exhibit is in the opinion, not of sufficient
merit.

25. Presentation of prizes to Prime Cattle Exhibit Winners will be made at 7:30 am on Wednesday 20th May 2026 at
the Cattlemens breakfast before the cattle sale.

SALE

26. If a preferred agent is required for auction, please indicate this on the entry form. A commission of 5% is charged
with half rebate going to the Alpha Show Society.

27. Separate NVD’'s must be completed for each selling agent employed by a vendor.

28. Lots must be sold as a single unit and not mixed.

29. Any cost of transferring NLIS tag is at the expense of the vendor. 57
